The name became available after Archibald filed for bankruptcy. Abel says his children, Dan

Jr. and Christina, convinced him to do the relaunch. He spent $100,000 of his own money

and Chocolate Chocolate Chocolate’s reserves to restart the line.

The first candies in production are Coconut Crescents, Bon Bon Creams, Caramels and

Pecan Marshmallow Bars. Look for them starting Oct. 21 at Dierbergs and Chocolate,

Chocolate Chocolate stores.

Abel says he’ll reintroduce a new Mavrakos candy with each holiday but is keeping the next

one under wraps until Christmas.
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
